REGISTRATION POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
1.  Choose wisely.  Classes and teacher lines are determined by the results of your registration.  You will be held to your choices except under unusual circumstances.  Follow instructions. 
a.  
At the top right of the registration form, write your Advisory teacher's name, circle/write your academy choice, and write your current career choice.
b.  Complete the left portion with core level courses and code numbers.  Obtain teacher recommendation signatures.
c.
Select academy elective courses and/or global electives by 


(1) writing the course code 






 


(2) indicating the course length - a year course or 2 semester courses



(3) writing the course title(s) - either 1 year long course or  2 semester courses (in the same box)


(4) obtaining teacher initials if required.  

Courses will be assigned according to preference order. If you do not have the minimum number of preferences selected, your counselor will make them for you.

The registration form must be completed and turned in by Wednesday, December 11 to your Advisory teacher.  
All designated signatures are required prior to submitting the registration form.  
If requesting AP Course(s), you must attach a completed AP Contract to the registration form.
Students who submit completed forms by December 11 will have scheduling priority.
2.   Graduation diploma requirements can be found on p. 8 in the course catalog.  A planning sheet has been provided for you.
3.   All students have equal access to courses, programs and services at Waiākea High School.
4.   All persons under 18 are required by state law to attend school unless they have graduated from high school.  All students attending a public school are required to spend 30 hours per week in school or school-sponsored activities.  To obtain a waiver of this requirement, the student must qualify for at least one of the following reasons:


a.  Employment (Seniors only)




d.  Medical reason

b.  Internship (Juniors and Seniors)



e.  Verified reason agreed upon by parent and principal

c.  Early admission in an institution of higher learning

Year courses award 1.0 credit at the end of the year; 0.5 credit cannot be earned for semester work in a year course.     Semester courses award 0.5 credit per semester.  See course descriptions for credit details.

6.   Remedial credit opportunities exist through after school, E-School, PLATO, and other programs.  See your counselor for more information.
7.   Waiākea High School supports dual credit options. Through programs such as Early College and  Running Start at Hawai‘i Community College and the University of Hawai‘i at Hilo, high school students can earn high school and college credit simultaneously.  See page 11 in the course catalog and your counselor for more information.

If you are planning on taking a course at another school or through another program, please see your counselor.   Waiākea High School's Credit Policy can be found on p. 12-13 of the course catalog.

You may not repeat a course for credit except as noted in course descriptions.  If a student repeats a non-repeatable course, the grade-point average is computed on the higher of the two final grades with no duplicate credit awarded.

10.   Program changes are made for the following reasons:


a. Incomplete schedule or registration error.


e. Medical reason.


b. Course already taken, not repeatable.



f. Senior requirement for graduation.

c. Incorrect level placement (teacher must initiate).

g. Summer school; alternative course completion

d. Failure to meet course prerequisites.



h. Adjustment for part-time work / internship.
Students who fail to register by the deadline will be programmed by their counselor and forfeit their rights to program changes.
